Did you know
that?

Refrigeration equipment using HFC refrigerant imported into the EU from January 2017,
such as refrigerated Thermo-chillers and Air dryers, is subject to this regulation.
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HFCs imported into the EU must be from the EU Quota system.

* It shall apply to producers or importers of 100 tonnes and more CO2 equivalent™ of hydrofluorocarbons per year.
* European Commission annually allocates '‘Quotas' to manufacturers and importers of HFC refrigerants.
* Quota holders can give ‘authorisation’ to refrigeration equipment importers to use a specifed amount of quota held by the quota holder.

* CO2 equivalent is calculated by multiplying the global warming
potential (GWP) with the amount of HFC refrigerants.

Ex.: equivalent to 156 of Thermo-chiller (HRS024-A-20).

The EU commission
released the new F-gas regulation. One of the key changes is implementing a phase down of the quantity of
HFC that can be placed in the market by producers and importers between 2015 and 2030.
